Emergency response

We worked across 21 district health boards, and distributed $4m
to 78 organisations supporting the COVID-19 vaccination uptake.

We engaged with 62 community organisations in support of
Cyclone Gabrielle and the Auckland floods. We helped them secure
access to funding, connect with ethnic service providers and
facilitated the translation of communications.
